Who are you as person, as an individual?  Does who you
are intimate with define you? You need to know what
your internal God "selfie" is. What are you really good

at? What is in your heart? What are your gifts? Are you
using them? If you do and you are, you are likely gay
just as I am. If you are not and you do not know the

answers to these questions, then you are probably not
gay, you are probably unhappy and unfulfilled. 

 
In addition to our skills God has also implanted in all of

selected for our unique roles in the world God designed

for us.  To combine all His characteristics, He joined
them man and woman (Mark 10:8) "two shall become

provide for and manage all the circumstances of our
lives and families. They must go through the process to

It occurs to no one that God gave you the gift of

characteristics of the Lord you need to be You.
 

Now you understand that you are exactly who you are
supposed to be and The Gift, Completeness, that God has

given you. You are Perfect. 
 

You are exactly who God created you to be. The Lord
plans everything down to the smallest detail and you 
are no different. Look at the world around you, not at

what man has built, but at what He created, it’s a 
perfect design for a purpose. Everything in the

Have you asked, while you are scratching that bite on
your arm, "God why do we need those damn

mosquitoes"? If you did, and listened for the answer, you
would hear "Chocolate".

perfect when you are born, perfect as you grow up and
perfect on you last day when God calls you home. If you
are told different it is a lie trying to keep from becoming

who God created you to be.

You are the image of the Lord God. Not just physically
but in every aspect of His spirit and character.

support, best friends doing life together, that is very different.
How great is a hug from that person, a soft reassuring hand on

your shoulder during a trying time, and you love each other, that
is not sexual, that is of God. A decision will have to be made

between both of you on the physical aspect of the relationship.

Once onsite and in classes he worked very hard was 
told that harder than winning a place in the first 
semester was being offered the opportunity to return 
for the second semester. Guess what, again no surprise to
those who know him well, he was offered a 2nd semester. 
But he chose to go home, why?
 
He did not have the confidence that comes from knowing
that God had made him who he was and the Lord had put in
him all he needed to be successful. All he knew for many
years, from a young age, that he was different than most
around him. He let the world define him, not God.



As a young man the World around him kept telling him he
should want to be in relationship with someone.  But he,

like many of you, didn’t feel that, he also did not want to be
different. He wanted to be like everyone else, to fit in

somewhere. This created great emotional, internal conflict
and lack of self confidence.  He has tried a number of
